Metropolis Morrylion: Research, Promotion, and Enhancement of a Significant City
of Ancient Krestonia

Our subject is the research history of ancient Morrylos from the 1960s to the present day,
the recent results of geophysical and archaeological field work, and the actions of the
Ephorate of Antiquities at Kilkis to promote and highlight this significant city in ancient
Crestonia with its prominent sanctuary of Asclepius. We will refer, among other things, to
the traveling exhibition ‘Morrylion Polis, which moves since 2020 to schools and cultural
organizations, as well as the related short film (10'), produced by the Ephorate of
Antiquities of Kilkis and funding by the Hellenic Ministry of Culture.

The Sanctuary of Asclepius in Ancient Morrylos: A Journey Through Space and Time
The study of ancient Morrylos is a very interesting case because even though the city has
never been systematically excavated, it has provided a rich epigraphic material and very
important sculptures. Part of the above-mentioned evidence is closely connected to the
cult of Asclepius and his sanctuary which was active form the second half of the 4th c.
BC until the 2hd c.AD. at least. In the talk titled “The sanctuary of Asclepius in ancient
Morrylos. A search in space and time” a chronicle of the discovery of the various findings
which emerged during the 20th century from the area of the modern village of Ano
Apostoloi will be presented first' afterwards, a representation of the development of the
sanctuary in time according to the so far unearthed epigraphic and archaeological
findings will be attempted. Also, a number of issues closely related to the religious life of
the sanctuary will be commented, such as the sculptures, the votive offerings, the
buildings and its financial resources.

Morrylian’s Memory. Information from the cemeteries and funerary monuments of
Morrylos

The announcement addresses the summary presentation of the data available to date
regarding the cemeteries and burial monuments from the ancient city of Morrylos. The
first part presents the funerary stelac from Hellenistic and Roman times that originate
from the area, while the second part discusses the findings from two cist graves. One
tomb was excavated illegally, but its findings were delivered to the Archaeological
Museum of Kilkis in April 1978. From this tomb, eight clay figurines and three clay
vessels from the Hellenistic period were recovered. From another tomb, excavated in
1979, a clay figurine from the Hellenistic period was found, which accompanied the
deceased. The burial gifts from the cist graves present for the first time terracotta
figurines and pottery from ancient Morrylos, an important city of ancient Kristonia,
known for its significant sanctuary of Asclepius, the identification of which is also
confirmed by epigraphic evidence.

Approaching the history of ancient Morrylos: A first approach

The recent publication of the epigraphic corpus of Amphaxitis offers a modest collection
of evidence from the city of Morrylos and its territory in the region of Crestonia.
Although the number of inscriptions is limited (17 in total), when considered alongside
the sparse references to the city by ancient authors, the even smaller number of
testimonies from Morrylians living abroad, and the other archaeological findings, it is
possible to provide a basic reconstruction of the city's history during the Hellenistic and
Imperial periods. This includes its political organization and institutions, religious cults,
and prosopography and onomastics.

Tracing artistic influences and contacts in the region of Kilkis during Roman times.
The testimony of funerary sculpture

The aim of the paper is to present the monuments of funerary sculpture of the Roman
period that have been found in various locations in the prefecture of Kilkis. It is a
remarkable group of sculptures in which all the known categories of Roman funerary
sculpture are represented, such as funerary reliefs, funerary altars and sarcophagi
decorated with reliefs. The most numerous among them is the category of funerary
reliefs, either intact or fragmentary preserved, which, with their particularly rich typology
and iconography, highlight the artistic influences on the area of Kilkis during Roman
times. Also of interest are the elaborate Attic sarcophagi, which indicate that the region of
Kilkis was part of the commercial network for the distribution of the famous products of
the Attic sculpture workshops.

Christian Morrylos: preliminary remarks

The christian times of Morrylus, a city with a prominent Asklepieion during antiquity, are
a terra incognita for the researchers. The antiquities of the era, known to us grace to a
few deliverings and excavation findings, along with the written testimonies, indicate the
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existence of a settlement, from the early Byzantine and middle Byzantine period, in the
wider area of the nowadays village of AnoApostoli. The appellation of the Christian
settlement, based on some ottoman tefters, it is certainly connected to the worship of the
Apostles, indicating the existence of an homonymous Christian church in the area.

The ancient Asklepieion, which must be located in the wider area of the old primary
school of AnoApostolo, has been argued to have been succeeded by a Christian church,
thus indicating the transition from the pagan past to the Christian worship. Evidence of
this use is a well preserved plinth with crosses and relief letters, found in situ, during a
short excavation in 1961.

Nowadays, the oldest existing Christian place of worship in the area of the Apostles is the
church of the Dormition of the Virgin in the Messoi Apostles, which is dated around
1830.
